Calendar Update… 
The weather has resulted in the Howard County 
Public School System (HCPSS) making 
adjustments in the 2009-2010 school calendar. 
The HCPSS has provided the following 
information on its website for the community: 
The Professional Development Days scheduled for 
April 22 and May 14 will be used as instructional 
days to make up the sixth and seventh days. The 
Superintendent will apply for a waiver of the 
eighth day and any subsequent days that may need 
to be used for inclement weather during this 
school year. 
The third quarter marking period has been 
extended from April 1 to April 23 and report cards 
issued on May 5. The Board voted to change April 
1 from an early dismissal day to a full 
instructional day. The fourth quarter marking 
period will now begin on April 26, with interim 
reports issued on May 26. Summer school begins 
on June 28. 
In addition to this information, please note that 
Thursday, April 22 will become a "B" day and 
May 14 will become an "A" day. The current A-
day/B-day schedule will therefore remain 
unchanged for the remainder of the school year.
