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Pr incipal’s Message… 
     I would like to take this time to revisit two topics 
from previous messages. The topics are student 
attendance, as it relates to a student’s overall grade, and 
final exams. 
      As I stated earlier, I want parents and students to be 
mindful of the number of absences that have occurred for 
a student. Absences from school do more than simply 
impact on a student’s ability to perform well in a specific 
class. Here are some facts that I want everyone to 
consider regarding poor attendance and its potential 
impact for your child’s grade in a course this school 
year:  
·       Absences that constitute 5% of a semester or 
yearlong course may result in the student being denied 
credit for each class where their absence has reached or 
exceeded the 5% level, regardless of the letter grade the 
student has achieved in the class.  
·       Some students have already received 
communications from teachers or administrators 
indicating that the student is in danger of being denied 
credit for a specific course. Even if you have not 
received a communication from a teacher regarding 
denial of credit for your child’s absences, that request 
can still be made by a teacher near the end of this school 
year. 
·       If you have already received this communication 
about possible denial of credit or you know your child 
has missed 5% or more of the actual, scheduled classes 
for a specific subject area or 5% of the scheduled days of 
the 2007-2008 school year, please contact the teacher or 
teachers immediately to discuss your status. A student 
who has a passing grade but has excessive absences may 
still be denied credit for that class. 
Information regarding denial of credit for absences 
constituting 5% or more of a semester course or yearlong 
course can be found in the HCPSS Policy 9010, 
Attendance. 
     The Howard County Public School System (HCPSS) 
requires all students to take the final exam at the end of 
the second semester as part of the end of the year grading 
process. As you consider the following information, 
please know that Hammond High School and its staff 

will adhere to the HCPSS attendance policy, particularly 
regarding lawful absences.  
·       If a student does not take the exam, a “Z”  code will 
be entered for the student’s grade.  
·       The student must make up the exam within four 
weeks of the original scheduled exam date, unless there 
are extreme circumstances associated with the student 
not taking the exam within the prescribed make up 
window. I recognize that the summer time will present 
special challenges for students who may miss their final 
exam and are out of the area for most of the summer. I 
will keep that in mind when a student petitions to take 
their exam after the four week period, following the 
originally scheduled final exam date. 
·       Should a student not make up the exam within the 
prescribed make up window, the “Z”  may be recorded on 
the student’s report card and permanent record card. 
Based upon the policy, no credit will be awarded for the 
course until the “Z”  is resolved. 
·        This will impact on students receiving their 
requested schedule for the Fall of 2008. This will also 
designate the student as ineligible to participate in a Fall 
2008 extracurricular activities until the “Z”  is resolved. 
·       If a student needs to make up their final exam after 
June 16, 2008, they will need to contact the Hammond 
High School guidance office and schedule a make up 
time to take their final exam. All make up final exams 
during the summer will be processed by the Hammond 
High School guidance department. 
The policy information that I have shared can be found 
in the HCPSS Policy 8020, Grading and Reporting: 
High School. 
     As you are look toward your needs relative to the 
guidance department at Hammond High School during 
the summer months, please plan carefully. At this time, 
the Hammond High School guidance office is scheduled 
to be completely closed each day, from June 30, 2008 
through July 4, 2008. The guidance office is also 
scheduled to be closed Friday, July 21, 2008 through 
July 25, 2008. Please have a wonderful, safe and positive 
close of the school year.

level course, and who achieve an unweighted 
cumulative grade point average of at least 3.4 on a 
4.0 scale. 
3.      The Howard County Public School System 
Cer tificate of Mer it with Distinction is granted 
to students who earn a minimum of 15 credits in 
merit courses, at least three of which are GT or AP 
level courses, and who achieve an unweighted 
Cumulative grade point average of at least 3.75 on 
a 4.0 scale.

Get a jump on SATs?  Take the PSAT! 

 

Who      Who: All students, grades 10 and 11, will take 
the PSAT in school. 

               What:   The PSAT/NMSQT is a nationally 
standardized assessment that provides students 
and the school valuable feedback on academic 
readiness. Students receive scores in the areas 
of verbal reasoning, math reasoning and 
writing, and receive information on how 
individual scores compare to other students, 
both in county and across the country.  Once 
tests are scored and returned, students are able 
to refer to their test booklet and a question-by-
question review of answers. Best of all, with 
Score Report Plus, students’  receive a 
personalized statement of specific academic 
areas that require additional work. 

Whe       When: PSATs will be administered in October. 
Currently, the Board of Education has not yet 
determined a specific test date. You will be 
notified once the date is established.   

Whe       Where: Hammond High School.  
Why       Why: For juniors, the PSAT provides an 

opportunity to qualify for National Merit 
Scholarship Corporation competitions and 
scholarship money. Also, the PSAT provides 
an excellent opportunity to practice taking a 
nationally standardized test, a useful skill in 
preparing for the SATs. 
Students in grades 10 are encouraged to take 
the PSAT so that they can further develop test-
taking skills and to receive feedback on their 
academic progress relative to other students. As 
is the case with juniors, sitting for the PSAT 
exam also affords younger students the chance 
to practice taking a nationally standardized test. 

               Other  info: SAT preparation courses are 
taught at Hammond High School and are 
available to all students. The Guidance 
Department also maintains a list of local 
organizations that provide SAT preparation 

programs, but Hammond does not make any 
specific endorsements or recommendations.  
Study guides: The PSAT/NMSQT Student 
Bulletin is full of useful information, including 
a full-length practice test.  Students should 
review the bulletin and take the test to be sure 
they understand the directions and are familiar 
with the types of questions that will be asked. 
 Becoming familiar with the test and its format 
is very important.   
Special Needs students: Students with a 504 or 
those in special education who require testing 
accommodations must apply early to The 
College Board. See your Guidance Counselor 
immediately. Do not wait! 
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SAT I  &  SAT I I  
Most four-year schools require the SAT I be 
taken as a prerequisite for admission. Some 

universities require SAT II Subject tests which 
are one hour tests in specific subjects. A 
student may take 3 SAT II’ s on one date.
